As you will be aware, the school has provided an on-site uniform provision for a number of years.  
We have a dedicated team that provide a professional service selling high quality school uniform.  
Since the opening of the shop, the prices of uniform carrying the South Lincolnshire Academies Trust logo 
have remained unchanged. The costs of materials and transportation have risen considerably over recent 
years, impacting the overall expenses associated with our uniform services. Despite our best efforts to 
absorb these rising costs, we now find ourselves in the position where an adjustment is necessary. 
Regrettably we must inform you that there will be an increase in price effective 1st October 2024. Please 
be reassured that we have taken great care to keep the increases as minimal as possible, whilst ensuring 
the continued provision of high-quality school uniform. We fully appreciate that longevity in school 
uniform is an important factor for our parents/carers. The items listed below are the only items impacted. 
We have included a comparison of other local schools uniform costs for benchmarking purposes. We 
would not make this decision unless it was absolutely necessary and we thank you for your understanding.
